INTENTION

•I covenant to spend my days attempting to fill in the gaps of what the church has struggled to be 
   (i.e.: more hospitable, vibrant, holistic, caring, transparent, outwardly-focused, relational and 
      intergenerational).
•I covenant to emulate the life of Jesus of Nazareth, whose prophetic simplicity, radical love, and 

   selflessness inspire me to be a Christ-ian.

•I covenant to participate in GAPS Community life, which is centered on the creative and  

    performing arts, which have great power to interrupt cycles of poverty and free people (myself 

       included) who are impoverished emotionally and/or spiritually. 
•I covenant to live in the GAPS community for as few as 6 months and at most 3 years. 
•I covenant to actively participate in the daily life of this house of hospitality, this "intentional 
    missional community" in which meals, prayer, creativity, and harmless merriment occur regularly.
•I covenant to love God, others, earth, and myself, “in all things,” recognizing that all sin stems 

    from a lack of love.

•I covenant to seek in my daily endeavors to be a bringer of justice at individual, nationwide, and 
    global levels, striving to undo the structures which exacerbate oppression and poverty. 
RESPECT

•I covenant to respect all persons and their talents.

•I covenant to respect the private property, personal space, boundaries, and the quiet time of others.

•I covenant to respect the shared living space in the house, and to clean up after myself in those 
    shared living spaces.

•I covenant to respect the earth by engaging in a conservative lifestyle (buying/wasting as little as 
   possible and rescuing/handmaking as much as possible in daily life, and conserving water/gas/ 

     electricity.)

•I covenant to respect my place in the world by living on a daily basis, paring down my physical 
possessions and activities to “the essentials,” and striving to be “low-maintenance” in my daily     

   activities. 

•I covenant to respect that the GAPS Community house is alcohol-free out of respect for our 
    friends who struggle with alcoholism. 

•I covenant that I will bring no illegal substances into the house under ANY circumstance.
HONESTY

•I covenant to strive for honesty in all my relationships.

•I covenant to name tensions and conflicts as soon as they arise, striving at all times toward 
    reconciliation.

•I covenant to own up to my mistakes when I make them.

•I covenant to live into my abilities and shine in the use of them.

•I covenant to engage in active accountability with my housemates, in a spirit of flexibility and 
    sacrifice.

•I covenant to rest, reflect, and play sporadically throughout each week, individually, as a house, and 
    with neighbors. 
•I covenant to observe a Sabbath day (typically Friday) during which routine activities rest.
